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What another great week for the club we got our season back on track with a great win over
North Hobart and then one of our players is sighted to attend a tribunal hearing after a
complaint had been laid by AFL Tasmania’s Umpiring Management Group.

There is no doubt that the incident had to be looked at, we don’t condone unlawful action, but
it is questionable in that there seems to be different treatment of some clubs players compared
to others?

There have been the following incidents in the last 12 months of State-wide Football —

¢ Jack Boon incident against North Hobart (Thrown out by AFL Tasmania no tribunal)

e A Burnie player hitting Daniel Muir — behind the play — 2" Semi-Final (Not sighted)

* A prominent Clarence player — hitting a North Hobart player in the recent night game at
Bellerive (Not sighted)

¢ Aaron McVilly — King hit Jaye Bowden (GDFC) — behind the play (Only sighted because of
a GDFC Official complaint)

¢ A North Hobart player — King hit Sean Browning (GDFC) — after the siren in last year's
finals series (Not even sent to tribunal with AFL TAS claiming GDFC had to produce the
witnesses and evidence — this hasn’'t happened with Jaryd Collidge)

Most of these particular incidents didn’t even get to the tribunal because AFL TAS
management made a decision not to send them or their umpires Coach didn’t look at the tapes
as was done with Jarrod?? Why some games and not all??

Then there is the consistency of the tribunal? Recently it was publicised that a Launceston
player had his jaw broken behind the play and yet the offender only received a 3 week
suspension with three weeks good behaviour. Yet Jarrod gets a straight six weeks?

Now that they have a full-time staff member in the Umpiring fraternity is it not time for AFL
Tasmania to ensure that ALL state-wide senior games are taped? There can then be no
suggestion of bias whether perceived or not. Three reasons for doing this; - —

e Ifitis a major concern to develop and educate our umpires — what better way than the
Coach being able to observe and analyse their performance weekly

« The Umpires Coach to be able to review all games of a Monday and inform the clubs if
there are any players that will be needing to front the tribunal (Every other Tier 1
competition does this already)

* All club coaches being able to access footage of teams that they are coming up against

It makes sense does it not?

Finally the issues of umpires with Reserves football — | withessed a game in Launceston last
Saturday that saw one field umpire only in control of the Reserves clash between Lauderdale
and North Launceston. At one stage of the match the officiating umpire was in one area of the
ground whilst 150 metres behind play a fight started out (which he was unaware of) — what
potential damage could ensue from this — officials and spectators involved? — Is this what AFL
TAS want to portray for the TSL — the question | guess is there a duty of care to all of our
players? Is this what AFL TAS want by not providing umpires?
